These were vibrant col-
ors and optical quality finishing which he explored and quite successfully
mastered. More often than not his pieces are thought to be Fine Art Glass
and not finely crafted wood.

Presently Don is working with Chinese Elm because the open grain struc-
ture and neutral wood tones lend well to the coloring process he is devel-
oping. The colors used are aniline dyes and metallic pig-
ments. Don states that “coloring, finishing and polishing easily take
more time than the woodturning.”
